Braille Alphabet

Have you ever heard of the Braille Alphabet? Do you know who invented it? It was Louis Braille. He was born on January 4, 1809, in a small town in France. When Louis was three years old, he had an accident. He was playing in his father’s workshop and hurt his eye with a sharp tool. Because of this, Louis became blind in both eyes.
Even though he was blind, Louis wanted to learn. He stayed at his school for two more years, but it was hard to learn just by listening. When he was ten years old, he got a scholarship to a special school in Paris called The Royal Institute for Blind Youth.
At this school, there were big books with raised letters, but they were still hard to read. Louis needed a new way to learn. In 1821, a soldier named Charles Barbier came to the school with a new idea called ‘night writing’. This system had 12 raised dots and was used by soldiers to send secret messages.
Louis thought he could make this system better. He worked hard and made the system simpler. He changed the 12 dots to 6 dots. Louis was only fifteen years old when he did this. In 1829, when Louis was twenty years old, he published his first braille book.
At first, people did not believe in the braille system. Schools did not teach it until after Louis died. But in 1868, a group called the Royal National Institute for the Blind started to teach braille. Now, braille is used all over the world.
The braille system helps millions of blind people. It helps them read, write, and learn. Louis Braille’s invention has made a big difference in many people’s lives. Louis Braille is remembered as a great inventor and a hero for blind people.
